FROM OUR PASTOR 

 
It is easier for a camel to pass thru….”  How many angels 
can dance on the head of a pin?  How many camels through 
a needle’s eye?  How many rich folks into heaven? 
     What must we DO to inherit eternal life? The same 
question is asked by the young man who doesn’t want to 
give up a thing and presumed by the disciples who have 
already given up “everything”. How do we rate as we 
attempt to follow Jesus:  have we given up enough?  
Worked for justice and peace adequately?  Shared 
sufficiently with the poor and those on the fringe?  If it’s 
that hard, then who can be saved?  No wonder the children 
are perplexed.  
     But the Good News is:  “For God, all things are 
possible.” Where have we heard those words before?  
Remember how one angel stopped dancing atop a pinhead 
long enough to waft into Mary’s living room with a 
surprise announcement?  She too is perplexed, but Gabriel 
says, “Nothing will be impossible with God.”  Then Mary 
and her cousin Elizabeth praise the One who casts down 
the mighty, lifts up the lowly, sends the rich away, and fills 
the poor with good things.  
     The pregnancies of Mary and Elizabeth – both equally 
impossible to mortal eyes – recall the perilous miracles of 
every human birth.  The narrowest, most potentially 
dangerous passage most of us have ever traveled is a 
journey none of us remembers. Through an opening too 
small for us to slip through on our own, someone else 
pushed us; the labor of another eased our way through. And 
when we were born again, none of us came to the font 
alone.  If we were infants, someone carried us.  If we could 
answer for ourselves, someone still accompanied and 
sponsored us, supporting our passage into the death and 
resurrection of Christ our Lord. 
     Our most important, impossible journeys have not been 
solo.  The One who looks on us with love will not abandon 
us through any of the yet-to-come needle’s eyes we’ll come 
upon.  I’ll bet there will be hosts of angels dancing with us 
not only atop the heads of pins, but as we thread our way 
through every needle, praising the One who leads us, 
provides for us so richly and saves us.  The One through 
whom ALL things are possible.
