GOOD SHEPHERD CHURCH

FROM OUR PASTOR
“Where is God?” One person in Alabama said to the
news reporter covering the tornados on Monday. It echoed
in the tearful voices of our local students across school
district lines after the accident that claimed two on an
otherwise unremarkable Sunday night. Was God in the
tornado? In the accident? Did God send it to test our faith?
How can we recognize the voice of a loving God in such
times of sorrow?

The First Sunday of Lent always shows Jesus in a
similar sort of struggle. Returning from baptism in the
Jordan where he was given the assurance that God
delighted in him and that the Spirit was making a home in
him he is driven into this bleak encounter with the devil.
Was the experience at the Jordan to be trusted? Is he truly
loved by God? If God is so loving, why do people go
hungry? Why do rulers grab power at the cost of others’
lives? Why doesn’t God save those who are beloved from
disaster?

The readings today don’t provide reasoned arguments
in answer to those deep questions, but they show us a plan
of attack to engage the struggles as all of us are invited
more deeply into the mystery of suffering, dying and rising
as God’s chosen ones.

In the Gospel Jesus engages the devil in a sort of Bible
battle, which reminds us that anyone can quote Scripture to
his’/her own purposes. But Jesus unmasks the false
temptation to believe in a God who would prove divine
love by acting like an indulgent parent, giving in to our
every desire. He exposes the untruth that God uses power
to manipulate the laws of nature, and declares that God
does not send misfortune to test us. God is not a sadistic
puppeteer who plays with us to test our faith. In times of
the greatest adversity, we are being drawn into the mystery
of divine love.

Lent provides us an opportunity to embrace struggles
like Jesus faced. Like him, we can proudly claim the power
of the Spirit given to us at baptism, and learn from his
Word, which Paul says is every near, in our hearts and
mouths. The clarity of God’s word comes to us when we
go to deserted places and when we fast to sharpen our
hunger for God. And they prepare us to find God in the
faces of those who suffer, in the tragedies and the
unexpected events of our lives.
